The program does NOT provide a transcript, but participants receive a
course certificate with the total number of hours dedicated to academic
activities, technical visits, and grade.

The certificate is sent by email to the participants after the program is over
and all requirements are complete.

allow the participants to experience a sample of life in Brazil through Rio de Janeiro.

The off-classes activities may take place regardless of the weather
conditions.
